CPCountTM Software allows you to monitor particle data generated 
from a Condensation Particle Counter (CPC). CPCount, designed for 
use with TSI Model 3010, 3022, 3025/27, 3760A/3762 CPCs, TSI 
Model 3753A Laser Particle Counter, and TSI Model 3703 Remote 
Processor, calculates the average concentrations and standard 
deviations of particle data and displays the results on a computer 
monitor screen.  
 
As shown in Figure 1-1, CPCount displays data on a short-time 
graph, showing the latest 200 readings, along with a long-time 
graph showing averages over time. Collected data can be stored for 
later retrieval and output to a printer.

This chapter shows you how to install CPCountTM Software on a 
computer hard disk. 
 
Before loading software, make sure your computer is set up with a 
formatted hard disk and DOS operating system. If your hard disk is 
not formatted, refer to your computer manual for instructions. 
 
 
 

L o a d i n g  C P C o u n t   
CPCount Software contains an installation program to make it easy 
to load the files onto your hard disk. For your convenience, the 
installation program can set up a  routine to load GRAPHICS, a 
DOS file that allows screen graphics to be printed. 
 
For the following instructions, assume your floppy drive is A: and 
your hard disk drive is C:. If your computer is configured with 
different drive letters, substitute those drive letters in the 
instructions. 
 
1. Insert the program disk in the 3.5 inch floppy drive (A:) of the 

computer. 
 
2. Make a backup copy of the disk. 
 
3. Start the installation program by typing: 

 A: INSTALL <Enter> 
 
4. To install files from the floppy disk to the hard disk, follow the 

directions on the screen.  
 
5. The install program asks you to confirm your choices. If you 

type “Y” to confirm the choices, a directory called CPCOUNT is 
created on the hard disk and contains these files:

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6. A DOS file called GRAPHICS allows screen graphics to be 
properly printed on an IBM or Epson printer.

install program to modify the computer’s AUTOEXE.BAT file. If 
you answer Y, the GRAPHICS driver is automatically loaded 
each time you power on your computer.

The Read Interval is the time interval, in seconds, in which data is 
read from the Condensation Particle Counter (CPC). The Read 
Interval is displayed as a short-time graph and a long-time graph 
(see Figure 4-10). The short-time graph shows the latest 200 
readings from the CPC. A long-time graph shows 144 points, each 
point an average of 200 short-time readings.  
 
1. Select the Read Interval with a mouse or the <arrow> keys. The 

Read Interval options are displayed (Figure 4-4). 
 
2. Select a read interval from the ranges shown in Figure 4-4. The 

shortest possible read interval is dependent on whether data is 
being stored and printed while data is being collected. If the 
Print and Save options are On during data collection, select a 
read interval of 3 seconds or more.

The Print Interval is the time interval in which data is printed. The 
Print Interval is a multiple of the Read Interval and should always 
be greater than or equal to the Read Interval. If the Print Interval is 
greater than 0, you receive a tabular printout. 
 
1. Select the Print Interval with a mouse or the <arrow> keys. The 

print interval options are displayed (Figure 4-5).

Stopping and Re-Starting Data Collection 

If you want to interrupt data collection, press the <Esc> key. At this 
time you can add or edit comments (see the “Comments Option” in 
this chapter).

To 
recall data files, you also need a corresponding short term data file 
with a .STD extension. If you are not able to recall a file, exit 
CPCount and check for a corresponding file with the .STD 
extension.  
 
If you are not able to recall a data file, it is possible that the file is 
internally corrupted or that one of the disk’s sectors or tracks is not 
readable. In these cases, the data is lost. 
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Save Data Option  
Select the Save Data option to name a file and save the file to disk. 
 
1. Select the Save Data option with a mouse or the <arrow> and
